 Remote entry control with built-in doorphone.
The RFID Reader (available in both digital and IP versions) has a built-in doorphone with 
backlit display. A visitor presses one key, automatically calling your desired extension, such as that 
of a receptionist. To remotely unlock any door on which the RFID Reader has been installed, the 
receptionist just presses a key on an ESI phone or console. Think of how much easier that’ll make it 
when a delivery arrives at the rear of your building at the same time a customer is in your lobby, 
or when you need to let someone into your warehouse across the street.
